INDRR-NIDM, National Institute of Disaster Management, MHA, GoI, in collaboration with 

National Institute of Rural Development and Panchayati Raj, Ministry of Rural Development, 

GoI, Hyderabad is organising a 5-day offline Regional Capacity Development training program 

"Inspiring the Minds for Disaster Risk Reduction” during 17-21 May, 2022 .  

Hon’ble Governor of Haryana, Shri. Bandaru Dattatreya will be the Chief Guest of the inaugural 

session. 

The National Institute of Disaster Management (NIDM) was constituted under an Act of 

Parliament with a vision to play the role of a premier institute for capacity development in India 

and the region. The efforts in this direction that began with the formation of the National Centre 

for Disaster Management (NCDM) in 1995 gained impetus with its redesignation as the National 

Institute of Disaster Management (NIDM) for training and capacity development. Under the 

Disaster Management Act 2005, NIDM has been assigned nodal responsibilities for human 

resource development, capacity building, training, research, documentation and policy advocacy 

in the field of disaster management.  

The Indian Universities and Institutions Network on Disaster Risk Reduction (IUINDRR-NIDM) 

has been established by NIDM pursuant to Government of India directions and more specifically 

in conformity to the agenda-6 of the 10 point agenda for Disaster Risk Reduction(DRR) by the 

Honorable Prime Minister of India, Global issues on Climate Change Adaptation (CCA), Sendai 

Framework for Disaster Risk Reduction (2015-2030), and Sustainable Development Goals 

(SDG), for promoting education, innovative technology and research, facilitate capacity 

development, and contribute to decision-making for addressing local risks and the needs of the 

most vulnerable sections of community affected by various disasters. 



IUINDRR-NIDM envisions in building nation and communities safe and resilient to disasters, 

through education, knowledge creation, research, technology and dissemination. The network 

also aims to exchange information among the universities and develop a pool of experts in the 

areas of disaster management. 

The National Institute of Rural Development and Panchayati Raj (NIRD&PR), an autonomous 

institute under the Ministry of Rural Development, Government of India is a premier national 

centre of excellence in rural development and Panchayati Raj. Recognized internationally as one 

of the UN-ESCAP Centre of Excellence, it builds capacities of rural development functionaries, 

elected representatives of PRIs, bankers, NGOs and other stakeholders through inter-related 

activities of training, research and consultancy.  

Centre for Natural Resource Management, Climate Change and Disaster Mitigation (CNRM, CC & 

DM) under the umbrella of NIRDPR, Hyderabad has been actively engaged in the area of Climate 

Change Adaptation, Natural Resource Management and Community Based Disaster 

Management through organizing training programmes, conferences, seminars, workshops, 

research studies, consultancy and documentation functions in tune with the mandate of the 

institute.  

Significance of the Program / Event 

In order to act upon the direction led by the Hon’ble Prime Minster of India, NIDM took step 

forward under the India Universities and Institution Network (IUINDRR-NIDM) and formulated 

model curriculums on Disaster Risk Reduction and Management. For the first time, experts 

came up at one platform from across the country and in consultation of academia, model 

curriculums at UG &PG level has been developed. The objective of these curriculums to train 

students on the issues related to disaster management. The proposed model curriculums of 

Foundation Course on Disaster Risk Reduction which has included elements of disaster related 

issues to build the knowledge, skills and capacity of the young generation to achieve National 

objective of 10 point agenda 6 of Hon’ble Prime Minister of India. UGC also has sent notification 

to every university and college vide D.O No. 2-9/2022 (CPP-II), dated 24th Febuarary, 2022 to 

implement DRR courses in their curriculums. Hence, to build the capacity of academician of 

South region on “Foundation Course Curriculum” which will be integrate in every stream of 

Higher Education, IUINDRR-NIDM proposing “Regional Capacity Development Programme on 

Disaster Risk Reduction”. A series of such trainings will help develop a culture of more sensitive, 

accurate and holistic disaster preparedness. In the long run, this will help develop more 

resilient communities as the next generation will becomes better trained.  

It is in the above context, in order to develop the capacity of academicians on Disaster Risk 

Reduction at regional platform, the IUINDRR-NIDM, National Institute of Disaster Management 

is organising the 5-day offline Regional Capacity Development training programme in 

collaboration with National Institute of Rural Development and Panchayati Raj, Ministry of 

Rural Development on “Disaster Risk Reduction” during 17-21 May, 2022. As a pilot, South 

region of India will be covered for present programme and later similar such programmes will 

be organized in other regions of India.

National Institute of Rural Development and Panchayati Raj, Ministry of Rural Development, 

GoI, Hyderabad is organsied a 5-day offline Regional Capacity Development training programme 

‘Inspiring the Minds for Disaster Risk Reduction’ from 17th -21th May, 2022 . 

The inaugural of the training programme took place on 17th, May 2022. Shri Bandaru 

Dattatreya, Hon’ble Governor of Haryana was the Chief Guest and inaugurated the training 

programme with lighting the lamp along with Dr. G. Narendra Kumar, IAS, Director General, 

NIRDPR, Shri Shashi Bhushan, DDG (i/c), NIRDPR, Prof. Santosh Kumar, Head, G&IDRR, NIDM, 

Prof. S. N. Labh, Asian Biological Research Foundation (ABRF). 

Addressing the audience Prof. Santosh Kumar, Head, G&IDRR, NIDM read out the objectives of 

the training programme and gave a brief outline of the research work behind the programme 

and also in building the curriculum. 

Further, Prof. S. N. Labh, Asian Biological Research Foundation (ABRF) spoke about the disaster 

and what constitutes a disaster, he also mentioned that India stands 5th in the Global Climate 

Risk Index Report-2020. 

Dr. G. Narendra Kumar, IAS, Director General, NIRDPR delivered the inaugural address. He 

recalled the Diviseema cyclone which struck Andhra Pradesh and wrecked a havoc. He spoke at 

length about the risk reduction measures and preparedness of the government to tackle such 

situations. He mentioned, “in the past two years we have been embroiled in the COVID-19 which 

is a different kind of disaster, we need to prepare for a disaster like this to reduce the risk.” Dr. 

Kumar said that NIRDPR is working along with NIDM to identify the first responders and second 

responders at the village level to counter disasters even the COVID-19.   

Shri Bandaru Dattatreya, Hon’ble Governor of Haryana addressed the delegates and the 

audience.  

This is a important discussion which is happening in NIRDPR and I appreciate all the 

organisations involved as we as a country are facing many cyclones, earthquakes, temperature 



rise, deluge are increasing day by day. All this is because we have failed in controlling nation-

wide deforestation forest and people have been encroaching the river beds. 

He said that capacity building is needed for practising disaster management, gaps in the system 

should be addresses and the coordination should be gap less. He suggested that experts should 

in look into the issue and address the problems faced by the farmers during cyclones in costal 

India to mitigate their impact. He further added that in November, 2021 the cabinet committee 

on Economic Affairs approved Rs. 2,135 Crore for Atmospheric and Climate Research, Modern 

Operating Systems, to upgrade the forecasting systems, weather, climate, Atmospheric 

Observation Network, study of monsoons, clouds and commissioning of weather radars in the 

country.
