Programme Fee: Rs.15,000/- (for Gen/OBC) & Rs. 13,500/- (for SC/ST/PH), to be deposited online in
three equal instalments at the commencement of First, Second and third semesters.

Evaluation and Examinations: PGDTDM Course will be offered in three semesters and will have 30
marks for the continuous evaluation through assignments and 70 marks for semester-end examinations
(Total 100 marks). The students will also have to undertake a Project relating to Tribal Development in
the third semester which will carry 200 marks.

Selection Criteria: Selection of candidates will be done by a selection committee duly constituted for
the purpose.

How to apply: The online application accompanied by a payment for Rs. 500/- (for Gen/OBC) &
Rs. 300/- (for SC/ST/PH candidates) towards application fee along with self attested copies of the
required certificates as mentioned in the application form should be submitted through online process
at www.nirdpr.org.in.
